 Minutes of Meeting held on 15.4.15  These were approved. 

 Matters Arising :- 

a)  Point of Correction raised by LT concerning month in which last SC Meeting was held. JG confirmed that LT had been correct in stating at the April Meeting that the last meeting of the SC had been in January, not February.
b) Possible change of NP boundary to exclude areas currently in Scarcroft. JG is still attempting to bring this matter forward. As progress is so slow, it was agreed to seek the help of the Ward Cllrs. 
Project Plan, Financial Review and Administration The 3 topics were discussed together. 
 CS commenced discussion on the way forward , commenting on reaching a critical half way point and requiring a clear vision for completion of the NDP. Until now, he considers we have been working on an ad hoc basis but now require a definite progress plan. A big issue is finance. The grant obtained has been exhausted, there is no certainty of further grant(s) and the Parish Council has already depleted its resources by generous grants to other projects. Going out to informal consultation is an open ended exercise which will cost approximately £1k for printing and possibly £200 for postage. A cash flow plan is required and if possible a Financial Officer on the committee. 

Suggestions from others:- LB wondered whether CIL money might be available.

IF agreed to contact ES on his return from holiday to ascertain the status of any grant application he may have made. 

LT asked if it was too late to withdraw from this costly informal consultation. As printing of the documents has now been ordered , this would not be possible. 

LT also voiced concern about the cost and effectiveness of employing the services of a Consultant. He considers that the NDP should be led by the SC, not by the Consultant, and serious thought should be given to the extent to which these services will be required and paid for in the future. 

JG and others suggested that the composition of the SC should be strengthened at this stage. It was agreed that IF would contact ES and ask him to review the original list of volunteers for working on the NDP, with a view to recruiting a few “specialists”. 
State of Distribution/ Printing arrangements for Draft Consultation Document  CS reported that the documents are now with Rigton Print who have quoted £991 for printing .  . The PC had approved expenditure of up to £1k on printing at its last meeting. The cost will be split with David Gluck who retains £500 in his budget for printing. CS is still looking into the production of a few (possibly 5) colour productions for placement round the village. Apart from members of the PC and SC, he has got 7 volunteers for delivery of the pack of  documents. He asked the SC whether anyone wished to act as co-ordinator for document delivery or whether they were content to accept the offer of a Cllr for this job. It was agreed that the Cllr concerned, Cllr Ward, should take this role. 

LB asked whether permanent residents on the caravan sites should be included. JG offered to check on the Electoral Register to ascertain whether there were any who qualified.

SB reported that he understands that the current attitude of LCC Planners towards development projects is slanted towards emphasis on affordable housing, regardless of whether this is in or out of the GB. 

He is still in discussion with a  Housing Development Consultant about affordable housing provision. 
CS reported on the news sent by David Gluck concerning the latest meeting of the LCC Planners concerning site selection. It appears from this report that Headley Hall is still being considered for housing development. 
Comments from residents from previous survey – CS and IF recalled that ES intended to draw up a spreadsheet of these, which were intended to go out on the website. They will need to check on this with ES. 
Possible First Avenue Site for development- LB mentioned that from conversations held, he believed that Bramham Estates  may shortly be submitting a Planning Application. 
Roles of SC and PC-  LT expressed concern that after the January meeting of the SC, the Chairman(ES) stated that there could be no further input to the NDP from members of the SC. The PC had to take the decision on whether to accept the draft consultation as it then stood and allow it to go public. IF explained that this referred only to the current document and it was always the intention that for the latter stages of NDP work the SC should take it forward  , but it would be necessary to receive final approval from the PC.
