 Bardsey Neighbourhood Plan Steering Committee 

Minutes 
Meeting held in Bardsey Village Hall (Committee Room) on Wednesday December 11th 2013 
Present::- Mike Bosomworth (MB), Stephen Bucknell (SB),Lyndsay Burns, (LB), Ian Frankland (IF),Chris Sidle (CS), Lance Tattersall (LT) and Ed Stentiford (ES). 

One observing Landowner was also present.
Apologies. :- Jane Ambrose (JA), Jane Ingham (JI) Jack Cairns (JC) and June Gallant (JG) . 
 Declarations of any Pecuniary and Other Interests. None. 
 Minutes of Meeting held on November 13th. These were approved. 

 Housing Needs Survey –Printing and Distribution .CS reported that the HNS had been printed and advance copies were handed  to Members of the Steering Group for their retention. The HNS was now ready for distribution. CS agreed to organise the depositing of copies of these at the Village Hall and Church for Villager collection. ES thanked CS for his efforts on the reproduction of the document.
 Application for Funding and Direct Support. ES has successfully completed and received approval for an application for general funding and for direct support amounting to £6700. A copy of the Grant Application document was tabled and ES had consulted David Gluck, who has set up his own business to help with NPs, with regards the budgetary  rates for professional input. It was agreed to approach Rosemary Kidd (HNS adviser to the SG)  to establish if she would be prepared to provide additional professional support for the next phase of producing the draft NP for review by the Residents. SB to make the initial approach and advise SG accordingly. ES suggested that a regime of regular cost reporting to PC would be put in place.
 Communications – Next Flyer. CS reported that the comments provided by Members of the SG had been incorporated and the flyer was now ready to print. This flyer will be included for delivery with the January 2014 edition of the Bardsey News. IF to post the flyer content on the Village website during  the last week of 2013.
 Next Stages in drafting the Neighbourhood Plan- A lengthy and detailed discussion took place and CS/SB used the format schedule which the Sub Committee had drawn up as a prompt for the discussion as follows:-
a) Assets. ES has prepared an initial schedule. LB raised the issue of burial ground space the discussion of which turned to the Church. ES to email JC on this aspect.

b) Transport.. IF has this in hand and is progressing together with  Footpaths.
c) Education generally - together with Secondary and Further Education.  LT/JA have this is hand.  

d) Clubs and Societies input - LT has prepared a 'Who's Who' and circulated this document. LT/SB to confer regarding the production of a standard format questionnaire to be forwarded to the respective Club/Society representatives for their input. This to be done asap to enable any information which may influence NP content to be assessed.
e) Maps A discussion took place regarding the scale, resolution and clarity of any maps which may be required for inclusion in the NP. LB undertook to look into this. It is quite possible that  this may have to be outsourced. 

f) WI-FI. It was agreed that this would be the subject of discussion at the PC meeting of the 12th December 2013.
g) Broadband. The present situation seemed unclear as to the progress of Superfast Broadband. IF to refer to JG for an update. It was generally agreed that the speed in Bardsey is inadequate.

h) Covenant on the Catholic Church. LB is awaiting receipt of (Conveyance of Land dated 6th May 1931). LB to distribute this on receipt. Once this document is received it was agreed that an enquiry would be put to the Diocese to endeavour to ascertain their intentions. The approach would be made by the PC.  .
i) Asset of Community Value. It was suggested that consideration be given to the inclusion of Castle Hill, Bingley Arms and All Hallows Church. 
j) Magnitude of draft NP. CS indicated his expectation that the draft NP would be of 30 - 40 pages in length and it was his view that the text should be couched in 'easy to understand' and simple terms

k) CIL – Draft Charging Schedule Consultation. Support for Bardsey's intended comments on the Consultation has been received from Bramham, Walton, Collingham, Thorner and East Keswick. It is intended to reiterate Bardsey's original comments. It was suggested that Bardsey send the comments as soon as possible to the other PC's for them to replicate before the deadline date.
Proposals for an intended Planning Application by  Mr & Mrs Gareth Reid. IF outlined their proposals. It was agreed that the SG or indeed the PC need not comment/discuss at this stage until the proposal  becomes a formal Planning Application .
Change to Bardsey Boundary.It was agreed that the NP should cover the current Bardsey demise and take no cognisance at this stage of any impending boundary change until such time as any changes are ratified. This would go to PC for approval.
 Any other business .The letter dated 11th December 2013 received from Cllr John Proctor (JP) on behalf of Wetherby and Harewood Ward Councillors was discussed. This LCC  letter outlined a situation which has recently occurred regarding the PAS  (Protected Area for Search) sites becoming 'advanced'. The letter indicates that LCC have 'moved to refuse such applications and those applications are now the subject of planning inquiry'. LCC have launched an appeal and if won, the PAS will be safe until after the SHLAA plan is agreed..Running hand in hand with this is an impetus by Developers/Volume House Builders to challenge the LCC target of 70,000 houses to be built before 2028 and to attempt to increase this total to 84,000- again rejected by the Ward Councillors. JP expects the situation to crystallise in the New Year. LB described the PAS grading and he was requested to check whether any of the PAS sites related to any of the Bardsey SHLAA sites and whether there are any other residual PAS sites in Bardsey which were not part of the recent SHLAA determination but which might now become vulnerable.
