Bardsey Neighbourhood Plan Steering Committee 
Minutes of meeting held on 16th May in the Committee Room of the Village Hall. 

Present: Jane Ambrose(JA), Mike Bosomworth(MB), Lindsay Burns(LB), Jack Cairns(JC), June Gallant(JG), Ed Stentiford(ES) in the Chair,  Lance Tattersall(LC), and Geoffrey Tatman(GT). 
Apologies: Ian Frankland and Jane Ingham.

Richard Sadler also attended (RS). 

1. Minutes of April Meeting – These had been approved and are shown on the website. 

2. Declarations of Interest – GT declared that he had asked for his house, to be included in the SHLAA proposals. It was pointed out that this would be regarded as a Windfall Development. 
3. Terms of Reference – These were approved. 

4. Reports from Working Groups :

a) Planning – LB circulated plans and documents of all the SHLAA sites proposed for Bardsey , listing the advantages and disadvantages of each site. A further site off Tithe Barn Lane has been submitted late but appears to have been accepted for inclusion by LCC. LB asked the committee to use his document for detailed discussion and agreement on preferred sites at the next meeting. Eventually it would go out to the village with recommendations from the steering committee, and reasons provided for those excluded.  Bardsey is classed as a small settlement and as such might anticipate  8-10% growth, though it could be more. 
RS pointed out that LCC has revised downwards across the whole area its total number of new dwellings and will in the first instance take up those already approved in the UDP – in the case of Bardsey – this amounts to 14 houses off Woodacre Green. It is also possible that further sites may be identified as the SHLAA proposals represent only an initial approach. 
JC suggested the committee should agree some general criteria and unfulfilled ideas carried forward from the Parish Plan e.g. enlarging the core of Bardsey, providing easy walking access to the school, provision of affordable housing with first refusal for Bardsey residents, possible provision of a village shop, and limiting the amount of building near to the Church and Castle Hill. 
LB suggested that for the village to gain anything substantial from new development it could be prudent to approve some of the larger sites ( no community infrastructure levy on sites of 14 or less) but possibly only parts of them.

ES reported on meetings held with Ruth Middleton of Scarcroft and LCC and asked to what extent the 2 Councils should co-operate. The meeting felt that he should take account of their comments but not form too close a relationship.

It was agreed to go out to the public with a display in September.  
b) Education LB reported that he and JA had held a meeting with Sally Clark ,School Headmistress, to discuss the future of the School which is 50 years old and high maintenance. A new school on half the present site, which is twice as big as required is an option under consideration. They are also considering forming a Co-operative Trust and opting out of LCC control. One problem is failure to establish the value of the land. A suggestion from the committee to establish a new school on the Catholic Church Land, with additional land purchase behind, was thought an excellent but ambitious idea. 
c) Health  MB said there was nothing to report. A sub surgery on the lines of that at 
Harewood was mooted but need would have to be established. 

d) Infrastructure IF has contacted most utilities in the area . It had been hoped that LCC would co-ordinate such inquiries which would be common to many PCs  but there had been no sign of this. 
5. Questionnaire – ES asked for opinions from the committee on the questionnaire he had circulated earlier and proposed sending out with the Newsletter on 2 sides of A4. It was approved but with agreement to include Affordable Housing and the number  in a given household who would benefit from this. 
6. A new member of the Steering Group – ES suggested that the area close to Scarcroft should be represented on the committee and received agreement to ask a resident, who is on the list after the residents meeting, Charlie Bryant, to join the committee.
7. Communication – JC offered to provide a page in the Newsletter each month for NP news. 

ES and JC agreed to get together on this. 

8. A.O.B. 

a) MB queried the failure to mention the number of committee members necessary for a quorum. The Committee agreed on 50%.

b) JC mentioned the Risk Assessment undertaken by Barwick. The Committee agreed that they would refer to this but did not consider it essential to draft one themselves.
