 Minutes of Meeting held on June 4th  2014.

 Finance – Expenditure since last meeting:- 
· Royal Mail – Postage                         £41.50.
Actions arising from conclusions of Village Survey 
· ES has completed a list of individual comments received and circulated them to all SC members. 

· ES has also submitted the 3 month report on NP progress and expenditure of grant received. 
· CS reminded members of the main findings of the survey . Two which determine policy for the SC are 1)a strong reluctance to build on GB and 2) a preference to name some individual sites for future housing, in contrast to the preference of the SC for a generic approach.
· Accepting the 2 conclusions above, discussion took place on which sites to nominate.

The conclusion was to suggest 3 sites:-

1. The Catholic Church site – This had strongest support from the Village Survey and although technically in GB has had the approval for development from LCC. LB offered to draft a letter to go to the site owners asking whether the land is available for development. 
2. A small  triangular area of  land off Keswick Lane adjacent to Linden Close H3/3A.14. This is not in GB but does have access problems. These could be overcome, as has been suggested in the past. LB will check details with Land Registry .
3. The Upper School Site – am ambitious scheme mooted but rejected by the School Governors in the past. The Lower School would have to be re-developed (possibly on 2 levels) to accommodate present Upper School pupils, releasing Upper School land for building. JA will check whether details of the previous plans to re-develop the school site are still in existence. 

· A meeting should be arranged with Ian Mackay (Action JG) for representatives to meet him for an hour to seek his views on suggested sites. ES, IF, CS and possibly JC and LB are al interested in attending. 
· ES will attempt to get 2 sites in Bardsey listed officially by LCC as ACVs – Castle Hill and the Bingley Arms. 

LCC Core Strategy – Amendments. CS reported that few of the amendments were likely to affect Bardsey’s NP. The most interesting was the Spatial Strategy Policy advocated. This appears to indicate that Developers may be permitted to deal with their affordable housing quota by paying into a fund to be used for this type of housing but built in a totally different part of Leeds from their actual development area. 
Linton Neighbourhood Plan Draft Bardsey has been circulated with a copy of this first draft plan to be prepared for our area as it is one of the Draft Consultees. Cllrs who have studied it find it an impressive document from which, if accepted by LCC, others may learn. Our reply will be drafted after the July meeting but some  points were  noted from  first reading .
· A Highways Assessment and a Sustainability Assessment were both conducted. 

· The Planning Section is well set out. All SHLAA sites for Linton are listed and reasons provided for objection to all. There is an acceptance for the future need for some limited development but no specific sites are named.

· Discussion had taken place with all potential landowners. It was agreed that it would be desirable for Bardsey to do this. LB offered to obtain addresses from Land Registry.
· Provision is made, once the Plan is approved, for an Implementation Committee to be established to oversee action on the agreed proposals. 
Provision of Broadband in Area. JG reported that EKPC has learnt that the first stage in extending super fast broadband to our area is now taking place with the laying of fibre optic cable along the A58. This should provide a better, but not extremely fast, broadband facility to be available in the area from December 2014.
