The SC agreed that completion of the revised draft NDP could not be achieved by the end of January. Further work required will be the Sustainability Assessment and Habitats Report (unless waived officially by a Screening Opinion from Leeds City Council, which the SG has been advised off the record is very probable, but which has not yet been provided by Ian Mackay).  CS needs to check again with IM. It is also desirable to find suitable proof readers before final submission of the document.  It was agreed to aim at the end of February to complete the outstanding actions. IF hoped the whole NDP would be completed by November 31 2016. It was also noted that no official confirmation has yet been received from LCC (Steve Wilkinson) that the boundary of the Bardsey NDP area has been amended to bring it into line with the new Parish Boundary.
