Bardsey Neighbourhood Plan Steering Committee

Minutes – April 2012

Meeting held on 17th April in the Committee Room of the Village Hall

1.1 Terms of reference

A  draft Terms of Reference for the Steering Committee had been circulated shortly before the meeting and any changes/additions would be considered at the next meeting. It was agreed that the Steering Committee will meet on a monthly basis on the third Wednesday in the month.
1.2 Visions for the village 

Whilst it was acknowledged that the vision for the village is what underpins the Neighbourhood Plan the discussion at the first meeting of the Steering committee was more about the mechanics of how we will operate. Several residents of Bardsey had fed their thoughts in to the meeting and these were reported and left on the agenda to be considered when more detailed consideration of potential development sites and the future shape of the village took place.

1.3 Background information for the Steering Committee

Relevant documents which have been received by the Parish Council relating to the Neighbourhood Plan (NP) will be circulated to members of the Steering Committee (Action IF). A sheet of acronyms for those not familiar with planning speak will also be circulated (Action ES)
1.4 Planning for housing

A considerable part of the meeting focused on the general issues related to potential housing sites in the village. The issue of affordable housing for residents of Bardsey was thought to be an important factor to consider in any housing plans.

LB thought that there might have been some additional sites listed under SHLAA for the Bardsey area since the public meeting, all the sites have to be listed by April 12th, LCC will be asked for any update on  additional sites (Action LB)
We will obtain smaller copies of the plans of the village which will make them more manageable – the current versions are very good but too large for routine use. (Action IF and LB). 
1.5 Education
The concerns on education were not only the possible increase in the number of children for the School but also the condition of the current school buildings. It was thought that LCC have a ‘calculator’ for estimating the number of children related to different types of development. The sub-group on education will look into estimated future numbers of children and the options for the type of school provision we need for the end of the planning period, 2028. (Action JA and LT)
1.6 Health

The next stage for health provision will be getting together information on the current provision and what might be needed by 2028
1.7 Infrastructure
It was thought that we have the expertise to cover water, sewerage, flooding   and energy but the group needs highways expertise, LB thought that he had a highways contact who might fit the bill (Action LB)

1.8 Sustainability

IF has had discussions with Andy Birkbeck about the level of sustainability assessment which will be needed to support the proposals coming from the Neighbourhood Plan. URS have produced a very useful document, which was tabled at the meeting, covering the sustainability requirements of the NP, ES will try to obtain an electronic copy  (Action ES).
1.9 Community involvement

In formation on the NP has been communicated to residents by inserts in the parish newsletter, the initial public meeting and the website. The community needs to be involved all through the NP development process and proposals will be brought to the next meeting to ‘formalise ‘ this. (Action ES)

1.10 Dates of the next meetings
The next meetings of the Steering Committee will take place on the 16th May and 20th June at 8 pm.
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
