MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON MAY 10TH 2007. 
ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN  It was proposed Cllr Overfield , seconded Cllr Bradford , and agreed unanimously that Cllr Hills be re-elected Chairman. 
SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE BY CHAIRMAN Cllr Hills agreed to serve for a further year and signed the declaration of acceptance of the office of Chairman. 
ELECTION OF VICE-CHAIRMAN. It was proposed Cllr Bradford,  seconded Cllr Tatman , and agreed unanimously that Cllr Overfield should be Vice-Chairman.  Cllr Overfield agreed to serve for a further year. 
WELCOME TO NEW COUNCILLORS  The Chairman welcomed Barbara Hoyland , newly elected Cllr. who signed the declaration of acceptance of office and agreed to complete the register of interests. 
SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF  ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE AND REGISTER OF INTERESTS  BY ALL CLLRS.  All Cllrs present completed the declaration of acceptance of office forms, with their signatures witnessed by the Clerk and a fellow Cllr. They agreed to sign the register of interests circulated before the meeting. 
PRESENT  Cllrs Hills, Overfield, Flockton, Lobley, Hoyland, Bradford and Tatman, PCSO Sue Broadwell and Mr Hickson. 
APOLOGIES. David Gooch and  Ed. Stentiford.
6072   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 5th APRIL 2007  AND OF ANNUAL PARISH   
           MEETING. These were approved. 
6073     MATTERS ARISING 
1. Conditions in Hetchell Woods Cllr Bradford reported that there had been 2 fires on the crags but little further trouble. As there had been no response from YWT or from Mr Lane Fox to Council’s last letter, it was agreed that the Clerk should send a reminder to both.  Cllr Bradford considered that, with the help of Cllr Tatman, he could re-erect the old sign at the Barkers Plantation entry to the woods ,but getting a replacement sign at the main entrance was much more important. 
2. Status of Rigton Green. Cllr Overfield reported that he needed to confirm ownership of the land as he felt there was a degree of uncertainty over this. 
3. Youth Provision and Request for Skate Park. A further letter had been received from the group of young people desiring a skate park. It was agreed that it must be made clear to them that there was no possibility of there being a skate park in the Park Field as this would not be permitted by LCC Planning Dept., who, in their consent, stipulated that “No structures shall be erected”.   Letters asking neighbouring parishes whether they had a suitable location should be sent to Harewood, East Keswick, Collingham and Scarcroft. 
4.. Locations for Litter Bins in Village. The Clerk was asked to remind LCC Cleansing Dept. that the 2 locations requested by the PC for these are the bus stops at Bank Top Wetherby bound), and Mill Lane (Leeds bound).The Cleansing Dept is to be reminded of Council’s request for a bin on Keswick Lane opposite the entrance to the Blacksmith’s Field, and to be informed of the need for a replacement bin at the bus stop on Keswick Lane, opposite Fontainebleau.
5. Residents Village Hall Working Party/Village Hall Committee. Cllr Flockton reported that the working party had held a further meeting on April 30 concerning their submission for a big lottery grant. Hasty sketch plans had been drawn up by Roy Gibbs of Design Services but might be altered if Bardsey proceeded to the second stage of the grant procedure. An offer to produce free plans had been received from a village resident. It was stressed by the Council that they should have the right to see the final plans before these were accepted. 
6. Possibility of Hedge outside Fence on A58. The Clerk reported that she had passed this request to Mr Hargrave, who, she had later learnt has retired from LCC. She had then asked that the matter be passed to his successor, from whom she was waiting to hear. It was considered that Cllr Procter might be able to help facilitate this matter. 
7. 106 Agreements. The Clerk had obtained full details of these agreements and had circulated the info. to Cllrs between meetings. It was agreed to ask Cllr Rachael Procter if she could attend for part of the next meeting, to discuss the input Bardsey Council could have in the 106 agreement in connection with the Bank Top development. 
8. Problem of vehicular access at 33 Keswick Lane reported by Mrs Hunter. It was also considered that Cllr Procter might be able to assist in this matter. 
9. Parking on Mill Lane and Margaret Avenue Cllr Lobley had prepared a draft letter to residents of the 2 roads setting out the Council’s reasons for asking residents and their visitors, whenever possible, to avoid parking on the road. With a few minor modifications, this was approved by the Council. The Clerk was to arrange for the letter to be photocopied and sent out to all residents of the 2 roads. 
10. Development at Callister Hall. Cllr Flockton reported that she had attended as the Parish Council representative ,a meeting at the Callister Hall where the proposed re-development was discussed. The Parochial Church Council, in seeking to obtain a grant for the work, requires a letter of endorsement from the Parish Council. It now appears, however, that there is no urgency about this. It was therefore agreed that Jack Cairns should be invited to attend one of the Council meetings to explain the proposals before any letter of endorsement was sent by the Council. 
11. Police Report from PCSO Sue Broadwell  There had been only 3 crimes in Bardsey in the last month, all of them opportunist thefts, which could have been avoided by greater surveillance by the individuals concerned. There have been 4 trailers stolen in the wider area, probably to order, for export abroad. Cllr Hills mentioned the problem of trespassing through the new Park Field from East Keswick and crossing Mr Lupton’s land. The names of the 2 main  culprits, one from Bardsey and one from East Keswick,  were well known. It was agreed that Bardsey PC was taking all appropriate action to prevent the nuisance by erecting  a fence and sign, but it would be impossible to prevent children from crossing the stream. Mr Lupton is to be advised when the PC fencing is in place so that he can add barbed wire on his side if so desired.  
6074   STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 2007
1 .Park Field   Cllr Overfield reported on the extremely successful opening of the Park Field on Easter Sunday and wished to record thanks  to Cllr Gooch and his family, who had contributed greatly to the enjoyment of the large number of children present, with their Easter egg treasure hunt. Cllr Overfield added that he and Cllr Bradford had agreed a specification for the new fencing, had received a quotation from one of the 3 suppliers contacted, and had obtained an old BSC sign for which they could purchase new letters. He had also had a site visit with the dog warden who had suggested the formation of a “Friends of Park Field” society which could be helpful when applying for grants.  It was agreed that it would be desirable to install 3 bins which could be used for dog and other waste and would be emptied fortnightly by Mark Hullah as part of the maintenance schedule. Cllr Bradford offered to look into the most suitable options. 
2 .Willan’s Wood. Cllr Flockton reported that a purple rhododendrum was flowering profusely at present but was considered by naturalists to be of the invasive variety. There was also evidence of algae in the horse trough but other Cllrs considered that this would disappear when the current dry weather ended.   
6075   SPECIAL RESPONSIBILITIES UNDERTAKEN BY CLLRS
The Clerk offered to e mail  the list of responsibilities, so that Cllrs could consider before the next meeting for which tasks they felt able to volunteer. It was, however, agreed that the Planning Committee would again consist of Cllr Tatman( Chairman), and Cllrs Hills and Flockton. The cheque signatories would remain as the Chairman, Vice-Chairman, and the Clerk.

6078   CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS.

1. Dates for Parish Walks. It was agreed to hold the West side walk on June 23rd, to culminate at the vicarage tea party and to be led by Cllr Hills. Brenda Sanderson was again to be asked if she was willing to lead the other walk at a date to suit her. 
2. New Model Code of Conduct. The Clerk informed Cllrs that the new code had come into force on 3rd May 2007 and needs to be adopted by all Local Authorities by 1st October 2007. Training sessions for Clerks and Cllrs are to be arranged.  
3. Letter from “Bardsey Residents” re positioning of Wheelie Bins in Cornmill Lane.  Some residents of Cornmill Lane had written anonymously to the Clerk complaining that wheelie bins from 2 properties in the road are left out semi permanently in front of Kisdorf bridge, creating an eyesore and a public nuisance as they are liable to fall over and their contents to spill out. The Clerk had contacted the Refuse Manager at LCC who had written to the householders concerned asking them to ensure that their bins stayed on their own property. There had been no sign of the nuisance when the Clerk had later inspected the road. 
4. Letter from Colin Wright resigning as Tree Warden. Colin wrote that he felt too old to continue in this role and had been disappointed at his failure to achieve more. Council agreed to thank Mr Wright for undertaking the work over a long period of time. 
6079   MINOR MATTERS FOR DELEGATION TO CLERK/NEXT AGENDA

1. Condition of Bus Shelter on A58 opposite end of Congreve Approach Cllr Lobley 
reported that this had been badly smashed, only a couple of weeks after undergoing repair. It was agreed to inform Metro.
2. Flower Tubs It was noted that the flowers in some were now dead. The “Greens” agreed to hold a meeting to discuss. It was agreed to re-plant at the end of May. Cllr Hoyland offered to look after new tubs if sited near the Bingley. The new plants are again to be bought from Riverside Nurseries .Mr Hickson has offered Council extra fibre glass troughs and tubs. 
3. Work for Mr Joy  It was agreed to ask Mr Joy to de-litter the A58. 

4. Highway problems Mrs Hartley asked Council to request from Highways the installation of Matrix signs on the A58 between Keswick and Church Lanes. Council agreed to investigate this, checking on the possible cost to the PC. 
Cllr Bradford said that Mill Lane was alone in the junctions off the A58 to be without advance arrows designating a turn off.  Cllr Lobley offered to bring this up with Russell Martin of Highways .
There have been complaints from pedestrians about the overgrown hedge on Church Lane uphill from the Bingley. The Chairman offered to find out whose responsibility it was to cut it.         Signed:                               Date:                             May 07 Mins. 
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
