Mr Tim Gittins, ex- chairman of the Bardsey Action Group, attended the first  part of the meeting, to remind Cllrs that the reason for retaining residual funds in the BACS  account, rather than donating them to another worthwhile cause, was to have funds in hand when the need arose to fight off future unwanted development.

6121   MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON 13th DECEMBER  2007 These were approved. 
6122   MATTERS ARISING 
1. Conditions in Hetchell Woods Cllr Bradford reported that there had been less trouble during the dark winter period. Highways had done some repairs to fencing. 
2. Youth Provision. Cllr Flockton reported on a recent telephone conversation with Hilary Barnett who has now managed to close one account. When both accounts are closed, she will be in a position to distribute £600 approx. to each of the 3 councils which had contributed originally to Youth Club funds .Council agreed that Bardsey’s share should be put towards playground funds. Cllr Bradford had attended a meeting with Ian Jones and John Bosworth of LCC Youth Service to discuss the possibility of installing a youth shelter .He had also explained to them the importance of having a  Bardsey Youth Club, in addition to that at East Keswick. 
3 .Extension of 30mph limit on Blackmoor Lane. There had been no further information and the Clerk was asked to check with Highways and with Cllr Shelbrooke. (Action JG) 
4.  Parish Council Noticeboards.-  Council agreed to purchase a noticeboard (likely to cost £628+ VAT approx.) for East Rigton, but needed to give further consideration to the most appropriate location. (Action PH & JB) 
5. Bardsey Parish Council Web Site- Proposals for improvement. There was nothing further to report.
6. Possibility of Bus Shelter at Bank Top. Cllr Tatman had established that the Parish Council would have to submit a planning application if it was agreed to press for one in this location. Metro would be able to advise on the wording of the application.  It was agreed that the Chairman and Cllrs Hoyland and Flockton would visit the Antler showroom to discuss the amount of help they would be willing to offer. (Action PH, BH, and LF)
7. Arrangements for Council Meeting in February 2008. The Clerk reported that Glyn Robins, Clerk to Collingham Parish Council, had confirmed his willingness to attend the meeting in her absence and to take the Minutes, which would be e mailed to the Chairman for distribution to other Cllrs. It was agreed to pay him a gratuity of £50 .Planning applications were to be sent to the Chairman, and Cllr Lobley was to receive e mails. The Chairman would complete the agenda and place copies on the noticeboards. 
8. Kisdorf Reunion/Bardsey Fest 2008. The Chairman reported that the ex Anglo-German Club members were willing to be involved in finding suitable accommodation for the German visitors. She had booked the Bingley for a formal lunch on Friday August 1st, to be paid for by the Parish Council. 
9. Lighting for Sports Club car park. The Chairman reported that the importance of avoiding neighbour disturbance had been emphasised at the recent Sports Club meeting. 
10. Condition of Cornmill Ginnel.  The Clerk reported that she had asked Steve Parry of Highways to visit the area and advise on the most appropriate ways of alleviating the drainage problems. It was considered that the overhanging trees were contributing to difficulties and it was agreed to ask Mark Hullah to cut back some of the overhead branches.(Action JG) 
11. Bardsey Sports Club Extension. The Chairman reported that a building surveyor and an architect had been consulted.
