MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON SEPTEMBER 14 2017
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM  Two residents attended to discuss the Cornmill Ginnel (M/A 4) 
DECLARATION OF PECUNIARY AND OTHER INTERESTS. None 
PRESENT – Cllrs Frankland, Bosomworth, Denby, Tatman and Hoyland. 
APOLOGIES. – Cllrs Stentiford, Sidle, Ward and Flockton. In the absence of the Chairman, the Vice- Chairman, Cllr Frankland, chaired the meeting. 
MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON  JULY 13TH 2017  These were approved. 
MATTERS ARISING  

1.Report on Parish Walks. Cllr Flockton had reported that the West side walk had been taken  on June 21 by 4 ladies. The East side walk had been on 15th July , taken by a mixed group of 16. Both had been pleasant walks and no evidence had been noted of broken stiles or overgrown paths. 
2. Update on 106 Money for Bardsey. There was nothing to report. 

3.Bowling Club Registration Cllr Bosomworth will contact Mr Dyson over completing this. He will first liaise with Cllr Frankland over producing a suitable map of the site.
4.Highways Update –Cllr Hoyland reported :- 

· A58 – The new milestone has been installed to the satisfaction of the Milestone Society. 
· “For Sale “signs at sides of road between the Congreves – Following complaints, these have been taken down.
· Bingley Ginnel – BH had submitted an application and photos for Emmerdale Stakeholder funding of the pathway. They had  advised her of an alternative contractor,  but she discovered that he did not use asphalt, and therefore could not carry out the work. This information has been fed back to Adam Ward who will pass it on to his committee. 
· Church Lane – After complaints about a car parked by Russell Court causing an issue to free flow of traffic, it could be sensible to ask the Police to explain the issues to the owner. BH had also been advised about installing double yellow lines to resolve the problem, but this can take 6-9 months to complete.  For several weeks there has been no vehicle parking in the area of concern. 
· Church Lane – re Flooding – BH is still trying to arrange a meeting with John Bleakley. 
· Church Lane/ Blackmoor Lane etc. -Request for a waste bin in the Church Lane/ Tithe Barn Lane /Pond area to be discussed.
· Mill Lane/A58 – Another pothole on entry to Mill Lane was reported and addressed. 
· Mill Lane – BH followed this up and cleaned dirty road sign after concern from resident. Cleaning easily addressed 
A resident sought advice regarding liability if a residential tree affects the pavement. LCC advised that unless it caused a trip hazard there was no need to take action, in which case it should be passed to the Enforcement Officer.  
· Woodacre Lane – After a number of complaints were received following the resurfacing work on the lane, (after last year’s surface dressing failed),BH asked Highways to sweep the road and clear the drains. This has now been done.                                                                           SIDS – Nick Borras , LCC Highways, had replied to BH’s request for information on the flashing light/ speed indicator signs like that in Collingham on the A659. The cost is £2,700, including carriage, £100 to convert a lighting column to take the SID ,and  £75 to fix it in place.(Cllrs agreed that no decision on this should be taken until more Cllrs were present).
· Hedges Overgrowth – Various hedges have been reported and acknowledged by the Enforcement Officer who has referred to Forestry for cutting back the vegetation.  
5.Cornmill  Ginnel .A resident had complained to the Clerk that the locked moorland posts cause problems for contractors without keys, and she and her husband attended the meeting. They pointed out that the swirling brush treatment used by Cleansing was essential in clearing the path. They asked whether the rusted post near the A58 could be removed. Cllr Frankland, however, explained that 2 posts had been recommended by Crime Prevention, following an aggravated burglary on Grange Close. Cllrs agreed to supply her with a duplicate set of keys, but informed her that LCC does possess a set, in addition to those held by Mr Foster and Cllr Frankland. 
Cllr Tatman had produced a specification for improvements to the ginnel. This includes the felling of a number of large trees. It was agreed that it would first be necessary to establish ownership and Cllr Tatman agreed to consult Mr Lapish in the first instance. Cllrs were asked to submit comments on the specification by e mail before the next meeting.                                                                                                   
6.Village Archives.  Details about these should go on the website and in the newsletter. Some further school shots are still to be added. 
7.Leaflets re Parking on Mill Lane.  The Police have now distributed these, resulting in a reduction in on street parking.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                              8. Village Pond .Cllr Bosomworth said that it would soon be time to clean out the pond.   
9. Village Benches Cllr Flockton had reported that there are 6 benches which she considers could be improved with varnishing. The Clerk will pass this info on to her contact in East Keswick and ask him to provide a quotation. (Action JG) 
10. Keswick Lane Lay bye. A resident who lives opposite this site has complained to the Clerk about the slow progress of work there. STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field The Clerk reported that Mark Hullah has almost completed the work requested- repairing the fencing, replacing the broken hand rail, and repairing one of the steps .He has managed to utilise some of the old wood.  Cllr Ward is waiting for 3 quotations for the paths , which he hopes to have by the next meeting.(Action MW)  
2. Neighbourhood Plan._ Cllr Frankland reported the Decision Statement, received on August 25th, recommended that BPC’s NP should now proceed to Referendum, subject to the incorporation of the modifications raised by the Examiner. Cllr Sidle had worked hard to complete  the final modified document  by the recommended  date, and the date of October 12 has now been set for the Referendum. Two hundred copies of the Plan are to be printed by Write Design & Print. Copies are to go in the Village Hall and Wetherby Library. People living in the part of Bardsey now in Scarcroft  have to be included in the Referendum. Discussions are on going on how best to maximise publicity for the event. Flyers may be sent out 2 weeks beforehand. Cllrs stressed that the content should be brief.  
3. Playground – IPI report and follow up. This had been circulated between meetings. A few minor problems have been identified.Cllr Sidle proposed that Streetscape be authorised to go ahead with all the urgent maintenance work included in their revised quotation, which now includes the cantilever swing. The total is £2,760 + VAT.  Other Cllrs had agreed to authorise Streetscape to do the work  (Action CS) A temporary repair needs carrying out to fill in the depression near the gate, mentioned in the Inspection Report. 
4. Web Site-  Cllr Frankland has had a meeting with Jason Cook over minor issues. Cllr Denby suggested that the Bardsey website should currently start with a message like “Your Village needs You”, to draw people’s attention immediately to the need to participate in the Referendum. All Cllrs agreed and Jason Cook will be asked to make the adjustment. 
5. Sports Club. Cllr Bosomworth reported that the Football section now has 2 teams in the Harrogate League. The 1st team was promoted to the premier division. The second is starting in division one. Pre- season training has been well attended with some new recruits, some of them local. Both teams have had solid starts.

With the demise of the Claro League, the Sunday Football Team has now joined the Leeds Sunday Combination Football League and had a good win last Sunday. Most players are local. 
Cricket – The 1st Team finished half way up their division, but the 2nd Team were bottom of their division, under 18’s were second in their division.

4.Proposed Letter from BPC in support of Recent Work by BAG re Application for 140 Houses on Wetherby Road. Cllr Denby had written to fellow members of the Planning Sub Committee and the Clerk suggesting that a letter of support for recent work done by BAG  be sent from the Council to the Planning Committee at LCC. The Clerk had suggested that all Cllrs should be consulted on whether a further PC letter was desirable/ necessary. The e mail response had been mixed and it was decided to take no further action until the Council meeting. After some discussion, it was agreed that Cllr Denby’s letter should be sent from the Council.
5. Proposed Letter from BPC to Revised Plans for Linden Close Flats, Wetherby Road. Cllr Denby had drafted a letter to LCC, stating that although a revised scheme for 3, instead of 5 flats, one of them a duplex, is an improvement on the original, BPC is still  considers it out of character with the rest of the village. There are insufficient car parking spaces, and with its Wetherby Road elevation, would become an unattractive mass, almost abutting the pavement Cllrs agreed that this letter should be sent.

2. Report from PKF Littlejohn on Annual Audit 2017. The Clerk reported that Littlejohns, the External Auditors, had approved the annual accounts. They had reported that the period of time allocated to electors for querying the accounts had been incorrectly calculated and stated that this should be rectified next year and referred to in the Annual Governance Statement 2018. The Clerk has now posted a copy of the audited accounts on the noticeboard and they will also be displayed on the BPC website. (Action IF)   
CORRESPONDENCE AND NEW BUSINESS 

1..Report from Cllr Bosomworth on Meeting with Elmet Greenway Project supporters and Proposal for Application to have Definitive Map Modification Order  for Disused Railway Line from Bardsey to Bridge near Scarcroft Hall Farm designated as a Public Bridleway. Cllr  Bosomworth had met with James Fairchild, Treasurer of the Elmet Greenway Project, and other interested parties to discuss this new project. The group aims to enhance and improve the environment through the provision of safe, sustainable walking,cycling and horse riding routes, concentrating on linking Thorner and Scholes to Cross Gates along the disused railway line. The Group favoured Cllr Bosomworth’s suggestion to apply for the section through Bardsey and Scarcroft to be designated as a bridleway. As Bardsey Cllrs also supported his idea, he researched ownership of the line and established that this is shared between Novus Investments, with offices at Millshaw Property Co Ltd, due to go into voluntary liquidation in early November, and Ogdens who purchased their section for £5k in 2004. Both Cllrs Frankland and Denby have previous contacts with the former. He later established that the contact person for Novus Investments is Mr Gary Wetherall of Woking, Surrey.. Cllr Bosomworth asked Cllrs to consider whether we should apply for both sections to be designated as bridleway or whether to approach each to learn whether they would be willing to sell/ donate to the PC. Cllrs agreed to aim to get the path designated as a bridleway but not to seek ownership because of potential excessive future maintenance costs.  (Action MB)  
2. Letter from Wetherby Town Council re Wetherby Neighbourhood Plan Survey. The Town Council thanked stakeholders for their comments and reported that the Plan has been largely approved by consultees, with the greatest objection being provision for extra housing. They now propose to modify this section. 
3. Report on Harewood & Wetherby Town & Council Meeting on September 7th. Nothing to report. 
4. Request to rent an allotment. Cllr Hoyland offered to look into the latest position on this. 
5. Purple Bulb Planting – Cllr Flockton had received an e mail from Bill Jones of Leeds Rotary Club informing her that he would be collecting the bulbs on October 14 and would like to know of the most suitable date for planting them. He also made a request for an A3 size poster acknowledging that the planting had been undertaken by Leeds Rotary Club and Bardsey Parish Council to protect children and rid the world of polio, to be placed in the vicinity, possibly at the end of Woodacre Lane. Cllr Flockton asked that Cllrs consider the request. She herself considered that it would be acceptable, provided it was kept in place for only a short period. Other Cllrs agreed. (Action LF)
