MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON APRIL 12TH 2018
POLICE AND RESIDENTS FORUM 

The Police reported one crime during the month – a burglary. Cllr Hoyland raised the matter of door step salesmen, who are sometimes offensive. 
The Police advised contacting them if there was a problem.

Tim Gittins attended to discuss various topics:
· An update on the future of BAG after April 26. Tim intends to leave BAG at this stage. .If the Bramham Application is turned down by LCC there is likely to be an appeal and this will involve a great deal of money and time for any group seeking to take further action . He thinks BAG will struggle to cope with both.   

· Tim’s vision for the future of community involvement in planning applications and other issues in the village – a more wide ranging communications group as a successor to BAG .Cllrs were doubtful of the merits of such a group and considered that residents could contact them over any planning problems. . 
· His opposition on behalf of his neighbour to the planning application for 15 Church Lane.

MINUTES OF MEETING HELD ON MARCH 8TH 2018 These were approved. 
MATTERS ARISING  

1. Vacancy on Council An e mail has been received from a resident responding to the leaflet advertising the vacancy. The resident expressed interest in joining the Council but did not wish to apply formally until a planning application he had submitted to LCC is determined. Council accepted this position and will contact the interested party when there is no longer any conflict of interest. 
2.SID Electronic Devices   Nick Borras has reported on the results of the 2 day speed survey Highways have conducted. On the A58 adjacent to Grange Close the mean speeds are 36.1 mph northbound and 36.9mph southbound. On Keswick Lane they are 32mph Eastbound and 35mph Westbound. 

Total costs for SID devices on the A58 would be £2910 West side, and either £5485 or £4360.52 East side.

On Keswick Lane costs would be either £5485 or £4360.52.
Ward Cllrs have indicated that LCC may be able to offer financial support, and would be best placed to do so early in the financial year. Thus the sooner the request is made the greater the likelihood of a favourable outcome. The subject will be discussed at a later meeting when all Cllrs are present.   
3.Bowling Club Registration There was nothing further to report.  
4.Highways Update – Cllr Hoyland reported:

· A58 – She reported flooding between Hetchel View /Church Lane. James Cockburn(Highways) has replied that the gullies on the eastern side of the road are not functioning and has arranged for them to be cleared
· Bus pull in – There were reports of flooding in this area which have been passed on to LCC gullies for attention.

· Fat Pot Hill – Workmen and vehicles were in this area on Tuesday evening trying to address the issue with water frequently flooding across the carriageway. 

· Reflective marker posts on A58 near Church Lane – advised by Nick Borras that they are still willing to look at introducing reflective marker posts at either side of Church Lane junction. They are looking at 4 reflective marker posts evenly spaced  on either side of the junction but could meet on site tor further discussion. Cllrs discussed this and agreed to accept Highway proposals for 4 marker posts.
· Bingley Ginnel – Funding is in place and contractor could do the work within a couple of weeks. Need to know how much notice PROW needs for road closure when Bob Buckenham returns next week. BH and Roy Lunn would like to observe work . She and Ed Stentiford checked whether removing steps was viable but decided the gradient was too steep. 
· Church Lane – On going issues with water flowing down the road. Eleanor Jordan (Highways) considers that more gullies on this stretch of road would catch surface water and reduce the intake into the gullies at the bottom. She is following this up with Flood Risk Management and looking at existing gullies in the meantime.                                 On entrance from A58 extensive central carriageway erosion down to hardcore has been reported to Highways.                                                                                      Footpath Bingley Cottages – In due course this will be looked at by PROW but in the meantime they have requested feedback on any information relating to the issue. 
· Keswick Lane – Resident’s request for a grit bin has been followed up and reported to LCC (1329074) and BH has advised resident who still wants to pursue it with BPC. 

· Woodacre Lane – Another long standing issue with gullies. Advised by Eleanor Jordan that tanker visited 9 March and serviced all 23 gullies of which 5 are still operational,  and are going to be jetted to see if  any blockages in  connecting pipes between gullies and main line.                                                   
5.Cornmill  Ginnel. Cllr Tatman has now received 2 estimates for work on the ginnel from Trishna Rycroft, Highways Asset Dept. The estimate for improvements to drainage is £2,304.34 and that for raising the crowns on certain trees is £713. All tree work would have to be paid for privately as they are not under Council ownership. LCC will install a new gully,,raise the sides of the path ,and plant and maintain shrubs in place of  the verges.  If the PC wished to make a contribution this might speed up the process but in any case work would be unlikely to take place before the next financial year. Cllr Tatman says that the neighbour involved is largely in agreement with these plans.  He proposed  that BPC should  make a contribution of £1000. After some discussion, this was agreed.  (Action GT)                                                                                                
6.Snow Ploughing Agreement  The Chairman has not yet spoken to Andrew Ward but intends asking him to suspend the current agreement and calling in his assistance when circumstances justify it,  

7.New charges for disposal of certain types of waste and letters between BPC Chairman and Lucinda Yeadon, Deputy Leader LCC and Exec. Member for Environment and Sustainability  The Ward Cllrs have supported the letter from BPC which challenges LCC over supposed cost benefits to them for imposing charges for some types of  waste against the costs of clearing up the inevitable resultant  fly tipping in the countryside. Lucinda Yeadon has replied that the service has had to respond to financial pressures and the need for savings to safeguard essential frontline services. She claims that there has been no reported  increase in fly tipping since the change was introduced, and that there has actually been an overall reduction over the last 10 months. Cllrs considered this reply to be quite inadequate  and noted that she did not respond to specific concerns about the public consultation which took place. Cllrs therefore plan to take the matter to the next level – probably using F.O.I.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                           8. Village Pond –Rachael Procter contacted the Chairman in mid- March reporting damage to the pond surround by a contractor’s vehicle. The contractor admitted liability and their insurers through Prism Network offered either to arrange for the damage to be repaired or to transfer £460 to the PC so that they could have it repaired locally. As Mark Hulah has offered to do this for £315 it seems sensible to accept the money and let him do the work.  Cllrs agreed  (Action MB) 
9. Village Benches –  John Priestley, handyman from East Keswick, has quoted £340 to clean and treat 13 benches, to include sweeping up all debris removed. It was unclear from the quotation how the different benches are to be treated and Cllr Tatman offered to discuss this with him. (Action GT)    
10 General  Data Protection Regulations. The Council is still discussing how best it can meet its responsibilities and to establish what further steps it needs to take.  
11. Weight restrictions on A58 – Leeds to Wetherby – Report from Cllr Sidle on meeting attended at LCC. Cllr Sidle attended this meeting chaired by Cllr Robinson and 2 other Ward Cllrs from LCC and attended by himself and representatives from 2 neighbouring PCs, and Nick Hunt from Highways. It soon became clear that Nick needed to clarify the precise details of existing regulations , that Highways deliberately turn a blind eye to the lorry parking in the 2 lay byes near the Wetherby roundabout, and that existing restrictions cannot be  extended   due to national regulations and local traffic patterns. It remains to be seen if any restrictions may be placed  on the new link road south of the Wellington pub but the A58 northbound may become the conduit for more HGV traffic heading from Leeds ring road to the A1north and  Cllrs considered this will only exacerbate the situation. 
12. APM arrangements. This will take place in the Callister Hall and will follow the usual procedure .It is hoped that the result of the Bramham Park application , due to be heard that day by the Plans Panel, will be known by the time of the meeting. Cllr Denby will give a Planning Report and Cllr Ward will read a Highway Report prepared by Cllr Hoyland who cannot attend. Cllr Flockton will get the wine. Cllrs Ryan Stephenson  and Mathew Robinson will be invited.(Action JG)  
13. Defibrillator replacements. There does not appear to be any need for replacements at present. 
14.Revisions to National Planning Policy Framework. It was agreed that we should accept points raised by YLCA. 
15. Possible routes for Leeds Country Way from service reservoir to Gateon House Lane-  Email from Chairman . Cllr Stentiford had reported on a site  meeting held with Roger Brooks of PROW, at which 2 alternative routes had been discussed. He sent Cllrs a map depicting these. 
16. Disused Railway Line – Cllr Bosomworth has reported that he has to date received only 7 completed public rights of way forms as user evidence to support his application for a Definitive Map Modification Order to have the disused railway line between Bardsey and Thorner designated as a bridleway. He needs 10 to proceed. There is still some uncertainty over ownership of parts of the land.                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
STANDING AGENDA ITEMS 
1 .Park Field  Cllr Ward reported that he has to choose between 2 quotations and then approach Emmerdale for funding. TCV have quoted £18,000 and Hemmingway £13,000.
Two small trees have fallen in the bad weather and he will ask Mark Hullah to chop the wood. Mark has previously suggested raising the sides of the path near the new play area and around the gate and seeding them. He will be reminded about these but at present the field is a complete swamp. (Action MW) 
2. Playground Cllr Denby said that there is nothing new to report. 
3. Web Site . Nothing to report. 
4.. Sports Club. Cllr Bosomworth has reported that a new electronic till and membership card system have been installed. .Membership cards will have to be produced to get a preferential rate. There has been a back log of matches due to the weather, and the start of the cricket season may be further delayed if the bad weather continues.

3. Bramham Park Application and Decision by BPC to pay Ethical Partnership a total of £950 of the fees for  representation of BAG, BPC and Ward Cllrs jointly at the Plans Panel Meeting on April 26.Cllr Sidle reminded Cllrs between meetings that at the March meeting BPC had agreed to participate in a joint initiative with the Ward Cllrs and BAG to engage Ethical Partnership to represent us at the Plans Panel meeting(originally due to be held on 22 March, and then deferred until April 26th) to put our objections to the Bramham Park application before the Plans Panel. Our share would be determined once the full amount and a breakdown of the fees was known. This would be the proportion of services rendered to the PC and would be  invoiced directly to us, and there was no suggestion to offer anything further to Bag. Cllr Sidle had prepared suggestions based on the Neighbourhood Plan, as a starting point  for Ethical Partnership to prepare a letter of objection to Adam Ward, LCC Chief Planning Officer,  in formulating the Officers’ recommendation to the Plans Panel . Cllr Sidle said that there was urgency to determine and commit our share before the next PC meeting in order for the NP grounds for objecting , cited by Cllr Sidle, to be submitted to Adam Ward.  Cllr Sidle had therefore e mailed all Cllrs with the suggestion that BPC should accept £950 in fees, out of a total of £1931.25. Most Cllrs agreed to this by e mail. Cllr Ward objected on procedural grounds but accepted the majority decision to accept £950.                                                                                                                                                             At the meeting Cllr Sidle explained that this was not a normal method of decision making concerning a matter involving the payment of a fairly large sum of PC money. Normally such matters should be agreed at PC meetings, not by e mail, but in certain exceptional cases e mail became necessary as the means of reaching a quick decision. He was able to clarify that the agreed sum amounts to approximately one third of the fees for preparing and delivering the joint presentation to the Plans Panel, plus £275 for preparing and submitting the PC’s objections to Andrew Ward. 
Ethical Partnership has agreed to invoice BPC separately but will first need to send the Council a letter of engagement to be signed by BPC as confirmation of the work agreed and their fees and terms.
